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An article recently appeared in the Sunday Mirror regarding a man who I have, up until now, referred to as ‘Mr V.’ I discussed Mr V in The Case of Barry George and, in more detail, in Who Killed Jill Dando? 
Mr V is Thomas Vorms, a landscape gardener from South London who was an original suspect in the Jill Dando murder investigation. He was questioned twice. Since Barry George’s wrongful conviction in July 2001 he has been questioned once again, earlier this year.

After reading The Case of Barry George Vorms began to make a series of abusive an intimidating e-mails to myself. In these e-mails he revealed details about the crime 

Vorms is a guns collector. He allegedly has the means to adapt firearms (Jill was killed by an adapted firearm). He admits to knowing where Jill’s Fulham house was. I have discovered he knew the registration number of Jill’s BMW, in which the presenter had been sat just one minute before her tragic death on 26 April 1999. He admits to hating Jill and refers to her in his e-mails as “that bitch.” He also has admitted to lying to the police about his whereabouts on the day of the murder. He was not working in a school as he originally claimed. He was, it is now known, in the area in which the crime was committed. Despite his threats against myself and his recent admissions he maintains he did not murder Jill Dando.

From S. C. Lomax: “This admission by Thomas Vorms, that he lied to the police, strengthens my belief that he is quite conceivably Jill Dando’s killer. I have provided information to the Criminal Cases Review Commission about this man, relating to threats he has made against me and also information he has provided about his knowledge of the crime. I am absolutely convinced that Barry George is innocent of the crime for which he is serving a life sentence. There was no evidence at trial, and no evidence has since been forthcoming, to show that Barry had the motive, means or opportunity to kill the popular television presenter. Thomas Vorms, on the other hand, has admitted that he had all three. His attitude to me has shown he is a potentially dangerous man and I shall continue working with the defence to ensure that if he murdered Jill Dando, and I must stress the word ‘if’, then he will be brought to justice. I will, irrespective of my work with Thomas Vorms, continue fighting for Barry George, to make sure he once again experiences the freedom he rightly deserves.”
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
